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MESSAGE FROM THE SPEAKER
As the Speaker of the 19th Legislative 
Assembly, I am pleased to present the 
2018-2020 Annual Report of the Northwest 
Territories Legislative Assembly. This report 
provides accountability reports and a 
summation of the Legislative Assembly’s 
operations and activities over the last two 
fiscal years.

The allotted time frame for this report 
is a period of transition. In the last year 
of the 18th Assembly, they accomplished 
great work, such as the tabling of the 
white paper titled “Temporary Special 
Measures to Increase the Representation of 
Women in the NWT Legislative Assembly”, 
followed by the establishment of a Special 
Committee to Increase the Representation 
of Women in the Legislative Assembly. 

Committees travelled to communities 
in 2019 to consult on this topic as well 
as on land and resource bills. Similarly, 
in 2018, Committees travelled far and 
wide to consult with residents on Bill 6: 
Cannabis Legalization and Regulation 
Implementation Act.

The Code of Conduct for Members of the 
Legislative Assembly was also revised by 
the 18th Assembly.

We are grateful to the Members of the  
18th Assembly for their hard work. They  
laid the path for what was to come for the 
19th Assembly.

In October 2019, our Territory elected a 
gender-equal Assembly for the first time 
in the NWT’s history, which also made 
Canadian history in achieving gender 
parity with nine women and 10 men 
elected to a 19 member House. After much 
collaboration and deliberation, the priorities 

for this Assembly were released and we hit 
the ground running.

Then, COVID-19 hit the world. The 
Government of the Northwest Territories 
acted upon public health precautions in 
March 2020. This Assembly made history 
when it was elected, and continues to 
navigate uncharted waters as we try 
our best to be a support system for our 
residents while concurrently being leaders, 
evaluating safety and efficiency, and doing 
our best to keep the rest of the world 
functioning under public health restrictions.

In the building itself, we had to change 
operations as we knew them. The Place 
of the People had to close to the public in 
March 2020. Session recessed early and 
staff were sent to work from home. Since 
then, Members and staff have returned to 
the building but we look forward to the 
day we can once again open our doors to 
residents of the Northwest Territories. 

We continue to work tirelessly as the 
work of the Legislative Assembly and 
Government of the Northwest Territories 
does not stop when there is a pandemic 
on the rise. In fact, the urgency of work is 
greater than ever before. 

It is my hope that as you read this report 
you have confidence in your Members of 
the Legislative Assembly, and Assembly 
staff, to see the NWT through this 
pandemic and beyond.

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MESSAGE DU PRÉSIDENT
En tant que président de la 19e Assemblée 
législative, je suis ravi de vous présenter le 
rapport annuel 2018 à 2020 de l’Assemblée 
législative des Territoires du Nord-Ouest. 
Ce rapport comporte la reddition de 
comptes et le résumé des opérations de 
l’Assemblée législative au cours des deux 
derniers exercices financiers.

La période couverte par le présent rapport 
correspond à une transition. Dans la 
dernière année de la 18e Assemblée, les 
députés ont réalisé de l’excellent travail, 
tel que la présentation du Livre blanc 
intitulé Mesures spéciales temporaires pour 
accroître la représentation des femmes à 
l’Assemblée législative des TNO, suivie par 
la mise en place du Comité spécial pour 
accroître la représentation des femmes à 
l’Assemblée législative.

Les membres des comités se sont rendus 
dans les collectivités en 2019 pour les 
consulter sur ce sujet, et sur les projets de 
loi sur les terres et sur les ressources. De 
même, en 2018, les comités ont beaucoup 
voyagé pour rencontrer les résidents 
et évoquer le projet de loi 6 : Loi sur la 
mise en œuvre de la légalisation et de la 
réglementation du cannabis.

Le Code de conduite pour les députés de 
l’Assemblée législative a également été 
révisé par la 18e Assemblée.

Nous remercions donc les députés de la 18e 
Assemblée pour leur travail acharné. Ils ont 
tracé la voie pour la tâche qui attendait la 
19e Assemblée.

En octobre 2019, nos citoyens ont élu 
autant d’hommes que de femmes à 
Assemblée pour la première fois dans 
l’histoire des TNO. Ils ont également 
marqué l’histoire canadienne en élisant 
neuf femmes et dix hommes, établissant la 
parité des genres, dans une Assemblée de 

19 députés. Grâce à une étroite collaboration 
et à de longues délibérations, les priorités 
de cette Assemblée ont été définies et nous 
avons rapidement commencé à les réaliser.

Puis, la COVID-19 a frappé le monde entier. 
Le gouvernement des Territoires du Nord-
Ouest a mis en œuvre des mesures de 
précaution pour la santé publique en mars 
2020. Cette Assemblée a marqué l’histoire 
lorsqu’elle a été élue et, dans le contexte 
actuel, elle continue de naviguer au mieux 
dans des eaux inconnues. Nous nous 
efforçons de soutenir les résidents tout 
en étant des chefs de file, en évaluant la 
sécurité et l’efficacité des activités, et en 
tentant de garder la société fonctionnelle 
malgré les restrictions concernant la santé 
publique.

Dans notre propre bâtiment, nous avons 
dû changer les opérations telles que nous 
les connaissions. La Place du peuple a dû 
être fermée au public en mars 2020. La 
session s’est achevée plus tôt que prévu 
et on a demandé au personnel de faire 
du télétravail. Depuis, les députés et le 
personnel sont retournés dans le bâtiment 
et nous attendons avec impatience le jour 
où nous pourrons rouvrir les portes aux 
Ténois.

Nous continuons de travailler sans relâche, 
sachant que le travail de l’Assemblée 
législative et du gouvernement des 
Territoires du Nord-Ouest ne cesse pas 
malgré la pandémie. D’ailleurs, l’urgence de 
notre travail est plus grande que jamais.

J’ai espoir qu’en lisant ce rapport, vous 
renouvellerez votre confiance envers les 
députés et le personnel de l’Assemblée 
législative, sachant qu’ils se dévouent pour 
aider les TNO à surmontent cette pandémie.

EQUAL PAY COMMISSIONER

The Equal Pay Commissioner, appointed 
for a four-year term by the Legislative 
Assembly, is responsible for ensuring 
that the right to equal pay for work of 
equal value in the Public Service Act is 
protected. That right applies to employees 
in the NWT public service, in the NWT 
Power Corporation and to teachers. It 
requires their employers to pay all of their 
employees who perform work of equal 
value the same rate of pay, regardless 
of gender. Elizabeth Joy Noonan was 
appointed as Equal Pay Commissioner 
of the NWT on October 19, 2017. The 
Commissioner receives and investigates 
complaints about the right to equal pay for 
work of equal value.

NWT HUMAN RIGHTS OFFICES

The NWT Human Rights Commission 
operates independently in implementing 
its mandate to promote human rights and 
prevent discrimination. The Commission 
is made up of five members and is 
responsible for the administration of the 
Human Rights Act and seeks to prevent 
discrimination through education, 
promotion, research, and advocacy. 
They are appointed by and report to the 
Legislative Assembly. The Commission 
Members serving in 2018-19 were: Charles 
Dent (Chair), Yacub Adams, Gerri Sharpe, 
and Marion Berls.

The Director of Human rights is responsible 
for the administration of the complaint 
process and the operations of the 
Commission’s office. The Director also 
acts as secretary to the Commission and 
supports the Commission’s education 
and promotion activities and is a full-time 
appointee of the Legislative Assembly. The 
Director of the Human Rights Commission 
in 2018-19 was Deborah McLeod.

LANGUAGES COMMISSIONER

The Commissioner of the Northwest 
Territories, on the recommendation of 
the Legislative Assembly, appoints a 
Languages Commissioner to exercise the 
powers and perform the duties set out in 
the Official Languages Act and holds office 
for terms of up to four years. Shannon 
Gullberg was appointed as Languages 
Commissioner in October 2015 for a  
four-year term.

The Languages Commissioner can 
investigate any allegation that the Official 
Languages Act has been violated. The 
Official Languages Act applies to all 
institutions of the Legislative Assembly 
and GNWT departments, corporations, 
boards, agencies, and courts established by 
the authority of the Legislative Assembly. 
The Act does not apply to municipal 
governments or private businesses. The 
Languages Commissioner is required to 
submit an annual report on the activities  
of their office to the Legislative Assembly.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST 
COMMISSIONER

The Conflict of Interest Commissioner is 
mandated to investigate conflict of interest 
complaints made against Members of the 
Legislative Assembly or former Members. 
David Phillip Jones is the Conflict of 
Interest Commissioner. The Commissioner 
is required to prepare an annual report on 
the activities of the office to the Assembly. 

CHIEF ELECTORAL OFFICER

The Chief Electoral Officer (CEO) is 
appointed by the Commissioner of the 
Northwest Territories for a four-year term, 
following a recommendation to appoint by 
the Legislative Assembly. The CEO reports 
to the Legislative Assembly through the 
Speaker. Nicole Latour was appointed as 
the CEO in November 2014 and continues 
to hold this position.

The CEO is responsible for administering 
territorial elections, by-elections, and 
plebiscites, in accordance with the 
Elections and Plebiscites Act. The CEO is 
the head of Elections NWT, a public agency 
which includes public servants, contract 
staff, and elections officers.

The Legislative Assembly has a number of statutory 
officers who deal with various aspects of the business 

affecting the House and Members.
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INFORMATION AND PRIVACY 
COMMISSIONER

The Information and Privacy Commissioner 
(IPC) reviews decisions of the government 
on public access to government records 
and offers comments on the implications 
for privacy protection of proposed 
legislative schemes or government 
programs. The role of the IPC is set out in 
two Acts: the Access to Information and 
Protection of Privacy Act and the Health 
Information Act. Elaine Keenan-Bengts was 
appointed as the first IPC of the Northwest 
Territories in 1997. Her appointment expired 
on October 31, 2020. The Commissioner is 
required to submit an annual report on the 
activities of their office to the Legislative 
Assembly.

OMBUD

On April 1, 2019, Colette Langlois was 
appointed as the first Ombud of the 
Northwest Territories for a term of five 
years in accordance with the Ombud Act 
by the Commissioner of the Northwest 
Territories as recommended by the 
Legislative Assembly.

The Ombud promotes fairness in public 
administration and investigates complaints 
associated with all territorial government 
departments, agencies, authorities, boards 
and councils. The Ombud Act provides the 
legislative framework for the Ombud to 
investigate, review investigation results and 
decide on appropriate courses of action. 
An investigation can be commenced based 
on a complaint made by a person, group of 
persons, or on the Ombud’s own initiative.

The Ombud reports to the Legislative 
Assembly through the Speaker with an 
annual report, which is then reviewed by 
the Standing Committee on Government 
Operations. The Board of Management has 
the responsibility for reviewing the budget 
and operations of all statutory offices.



STANDING COMMITTEES
2018-2019
In the 2018-2019 fiscal year, standing and 
special committees met 270 times. 

During the 2018-2019 fiscal year, the 
Standing Committee on Government 
Operations, chaired by MLA Kieron Testart 
completed seven reports to the Assembly.

The Special Committee on Increasing the 
Representation of Women, which was 
established by a motion of the Assembly 
in March 2018, delivered an interim report 
during this year. The Committee, chaired 
by MLA Julie Green, was tasked with 
making recommendations to increase 
the representation of women in the 
Legislative Assembly. At the time, the 
Legislative Assembly had the lowest rate of 
representation of women, with only two of 
19 Members being women. 

Northwest Territories Legislative Assembly  
has three types of committees – 

 Standing Committees, Special Committees,  
and Committee of the Whole.

On November 1, 2018 the Assembly passed 
a motion creating the Special Committee 
on Transition Matters. The purpose of 
the Special Committee was to make 
recommendations to the next Legislative 
Assembly on the transition process and 
the political structure of the 19th Legislative 
Assembly. The committee consisted of:

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2019-2020
In the final year of the 18th Assembly, 
Committees were busy studying and 
reviewing legislation and preparing 
transition reports for their successors. 
The Special Committee on Increasing the 
Representation of Women, chaired by MLA 
Julie Green, presented their final report and 
recommendations to the Assembly.

The Standing Committee on Government 
Operations, chaired by MLA Kieron Testart, 
delivered seven reports to the Assembly. 
The Standing Committee on Economic 
Development and Environment, chaired 
by MLA Cory Vanthuyne, completed nine 
reports. The Standing Committee on Social 
Development, chaired by MLA Shane 
Thompson, completed four reports. 

Each Standing Committee, including the 
Standing Committee on Priorities and 
Planning, chaired by MLA Tom Beaulieu, 
prepared a report on transition matters. 
These reports highlighted the work of the 
Standing Committees over the life of the 
Assembly, reviewed key issues, studied 
and highlighted issues their successor 
committees may wish to consider. 

The Special Committee on Transition 
Matters delivered its final report in August 
2019. The Report, titled “Lessons Learned” 
made 37 recommendations. 

The Standing and Special Committees were 
dissolved at the end of the 18th Assembly 
on August 31, 2020.

After the election and swearing-in of new 
Members of the Legislative Assembly, and 
the Territorial Leadership Committee, the 
regular Members then met to determine 
committees and committee assignments 
for the 19th Assembly.

BOARD OF MANAGEMENT

The Board of Management (the Board) is 
a corporate body established under the 
Legislative Assembly and Executive Council 
Act. The existence of the Board reflects 
the right and privilege of the House to 
govern its internal affairs and confirms the 
independence of the Assembly from the 
executive branch of government. The Board 
is responsible for the overall management 
and administration of the Legislative 
Assembly, including the provision of 
services to Members and the establishment 
of policies regarding their conduct.

The responsibilities of the Board include: 
preparing budget estimates for the 
Assembly; providing services to Members; 
administering the indemnities, allowances, 

reimbursements, and benefits to which 
Members are entitled; establishing 
regulations and policies for all services 
provided to members; management and 
administration of the Members’ pension 
plans in accordance with the Legislative 
Assembly Retiring Allowances Act and the 
Supplementary Retiring Allowance Act; 
ensuring that the cultures and traditions of 
the Northwest Territories are reflected in 
the Legislative Assembly; and providing for 
any other financial or administrative matter 
that the Board considers necessary to run 
the Legislative Assembly. The composition 
of the Board includes the Speaker, two 
Members of the Executive Council, and two 
Regular Members.

Each Christmas season, over 300 students 
from N’dilo, Dettah and Yellowknife come 
to the Legislative Assembly to decorate 
Christmas Trees with their handmade 
ornaments. Often times, their MLA will even 
read them a holiday story while they’re in 
the Great Hall. This tradition has been in 
place since the building opened in 1993. 

In both 2018 and 2019, the Great Hall was 
adorned with the kindergarteners’ trees for 
the annual Christmas Lights Across Canada 
event, where all capital cities across 
Canada light up their legislatures at the 
same time.

OUTREACH:  
YOUTH  
PARLIAMENT
Every year, 19 grades 9 and 10 students 
from across the Northwest Territories take 
part in Youth Parliament, an educational 
outreach program hosted by the Speaker 
of the Legislative Assembly. During the 

program, students assume the role of 
their respective Member of the Legislative 
Assembly and participate in three days of 
meetings, briefings, and preparation for 
the Model Session at the end of the week. 
The Model Session is open to the public 
and broadcast on the Legislative Assembly 
Television Network; it is where students 
deliver statements about issues that affect 
them and their communities, show research 
to support their ideas, and debate on 
the floor of the House. Students debate 
three Motions that are prepared by them 
and their peers during their week at the 
legislature. In 2018, Youth Parliamentarians 
debated issues surrounding drug and 
alcohol use among youth, improving 
graduation rates, and investing in mining. 
In 2019, students debated mental health 
support programs for youth, increasing 
student loans for students pursuing nursing 
or education, and providing forgivable 
loans for students not returning to the 
Northwest Territories after their post-
secondary education is complete. The next 
Youth Parliament will be held in May 2022.
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OUTREACH: 
SUMMER  
PROGRAMMING 
2019-20
Summers in the Northwest Territories 
are perhaps the most beautiful in all of 
Canada (but we may be a bit biased). 
The Legislative Assembly building is 
always bustling with visitors from all 
over the world to take part in our award 
winning tours. In the summer of 2019, the 
Legislative Assembly wanted to engage 
with the younger generation, so summer 
programming was introduced. During 
the month of July, three separate events 

were hosted in the Great Hall, focused 
towards children aged 2-10 years old. The 
hour and a half long programs included 
learning about the symbols of the NWT 
and creating your own flag, learning 
about the Legislative Assembly Mace and 
creating your own Mace, and taking part 
in a scavenger hunt inside the Legislative 
Assembly building. The events were well 
attended and will be something that is 
continued in the future!
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VISUAL IDENTITY
On September 23, 2019, the Northwest Territories Legislative 
Assembly released its Visual Identity Standards. It included the 
unveiling of the Assembly’s new logo, designed by northern 
artist Joseph Ouellette. 

The logo consists of four parts: the 
building, the sun, the land and the water. 
The building, which opened in 1993, is a 
unique architectural structure and its many 
subtle features help tell the story of the 
territory and its history. The sun represents 
the midnight sun, another unique aspect of 
life in the Northwest Territories. The rings 
around and within the sun represent the 
presence of “sun dogs”, a ‘halo’ on either 
side of the sun in the winter caused by the 
refraction of sunlight by ice crystals in the 
atmosphere. The land element illustrates 
the transition of the geography below and 
above the tree line, and is a key feature 
that has helped shape the people and 
cultures of the territory. Water is a powerful 
environmental symbol for the Northwest 
Territories; the water in the icon is used to 
represent the many rivers and lakes of the 
territory, as well as the Arctic Ocean.

The colour palette used for the Assembly’s 
visual identity was selected by identifying 
colours in and around the Legislature. 

The logo was made available in all 11 Official 
Languages.

The Visual Identity Standards were created 
by a local company, North Creative.
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ORDER OF THE 
NORTHWEST 
TERRITORIES
The Order of the Northwest Territories, 
established in 2013 by the Territorial 
Emblems and Honours Act recognizes 
individuals who have served with the 
greatest distinction and excelled in 
any field of endeavour benefiting the 
people of the NWT or elsewhere. It is 
the highest honour awarded to NWT 
residents. The 2018-2019 investiture 
ceremonies for the Order of the NWT 
were held on October 30, 2018 and on 
August 20, 2019.

OFFICIAL 
LANGUAGE 
INTERPRETATION
From 2018 to 2020, the Legislative 
Assembly made many changes in 
its interpretation services. First and 
foremost, booths surrounding the 
Chamber were retrofitted to allow for 
more interpreters to fit in the building. As 
a result, the Legislature has the capacity 
to offer interpretation in all Official 
Languages.

In 2019, changes were made to the 
Legislative Assembly building to better 
align with the spirit of the Official 
Languages Act: signage such as rules of 
the public gallery has been translated to 
all languages; the Legislative Assembly 

logo was made available in all languages; 
and business cards were offered in all 
official languages to the 19th Legislative 
Assembly and staff.

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OFFICE OF THE 
CLERK
The Clerk of the Legislative Assembly has 
the power, duties and functions of a Deputy 
Minister managing and administering 
the Legislative Assembly as described in 
the Public Service Act and the Financial 
Administration Act.

The Office of the Clerk is responsible for 
the following:

•	 Providing advice, research and 
support to the Speaker and Members 
on procedural matters such as rules, 
privileges, proceedings and usages of 
the Legislative Assembly

•	 Preparing documents of the Assembly 
and ensuring proper preservation 
of the Assembly’s documents and 
records

•	 Providing all administrative and 
support services to the Assembly 
during its sittings, including essential 
services such as interpretation, are 
provided to the Assembly Chamber

•	 Announcing the Assembly’s Orders of 
the Day and conducting its recorded 
votes during session

The Office of the Clerk includes four 
branches: Members’ and Precinct Services; 
Public Affairs and Communications; 
Procedures and Committees; and  
Senior Advisory.

MEMBERS’ AND PRECINCT SERVICES

This branch ensures that all administrative, 
financial, and facility services are 
available for the effective operations of 
the Legislative Assembly. This includes 
financial management (ranging from 
expenses and allowances to budget 
preparation) and security. The Sergeant-
at-Arms is responsible to the Speaker for 
security of the Members of the Legislative 
Assembly and the precinct; administration 
of the Page program; safekeeping of the 
Mace and the Chamber; and leading the 
Speaker’s Procession each sitting day.

PUBLIC AFFAIRS AND 
COMMUNICATIONS

Public Affairs and Communications 
is responsible for the management, 
development, implementation and 
maintenance of all internal and external 
communications as well as public affairs 
policies and initiatives. This includes 
providing communications support 
to Members and Senior Managers; 
Coordinating outreach programs such as 
the Legislature Public Tour program, the 
Speaker’s Mace Tour, Youth Parliament, 
and special events; managing Legislative 
Assembly broadcasting; coordinating 
translation and interpreting services in all  
11 Official Languages; and managing  
media relations.



PROCEDURES AND COMMITTEES

The Procedures and Committees branch 
of the Office of the Clerk maintains official 
records of the Assembly and provides 
procedural advice to the Speaker, Clerk, 
Committees and Members based on 
legislation and parliamentary practice.  
This branch also includes research services, 
which provides nonpartisan information 
services to Members, including information 
and reference services. 

SENIOR ADVISORY

The Senior Advisory team provides a wide 
range of administrative services, including 
logistics, coordination and writing services 
to the Board of Management, Caucus,  
and the Clerk. They process all documents 
for the Chamber. They also oversee 
the bookings of public spaces in the 
Legislature.
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MESSAGE FROM 
THE CLERK
The past two years have been full of 
change and, at times, uncertainty. The 
Northwest Territories Legislative Assembly 
welcomed a new Assembly, one that made 
national headlines for gender equality. 

The 18th Legislative Assembly established 
‘supporting initiatives designed to increase 
the number of women running for elected 
office in the NWT’ as one of its priorities. 
During their term, the Speaker tabled 
a ‘white paper’ on “Temporary Special 
Measures to increase the Representation of 
Women in the NWT Legislative Assembly” 
which led to the establishment of a Special 
Committee to seek public input, generate 
discussion and make recommendations. 
Concurrently the Government of the 
Northwest Territories was also hosting 
information sessions for women interested 
in entering politics. I am pleased to say that 
the work paid off, which was evident in the 
outcome of the election. On October 1st, 
2019, the Territorial General Election of the 
19th Legislative Assembly took place. Out 
of 19 elected Members, nine were women.

In March 2020, a global pandemic hit 
the world. The entire public service was 
required to work from home, students were 
attending classes online and the world 
as we knew it changed in an instant. I am 
incredibly proud of the staff in the Office 
of the Clerk for their resilience in accepting 
change and working hard to ensure that 
the essential work of the Legislative 
Assembly did not stop.

After only five months on the job, 19th 
Assembly Members were hit with a global 
pandemic that made their jobs a lot more 
challenging. Since the legislature was 
first shut down on March 16, 2020, three 
subsequent sittings have been held. Strict 
protocols regarding social distancing and 
limited access to the building afford these 
to take place in person. Many committee 
meetings were  held virtually. No cases of 
COVID-19 resulted from this work.

We are honoured to announce updates 
to our Interpreting program. We now 
offer the Members of the Legislative 
Assembly access to all official languages 
of the Northwest Territories in the daily 
proceedings. When we implemented our 
Visual Identity Program at the beginning 
of the 19th Assembly, we worked with 
Indigenous language speakers to have our 
logo translated into all 11 official languages. 
We have created language channels on 
YouTube, so anyone can access Legislative 
Assembly proceedings in any of the official 
languages. We are very proud of this work 
and we look forward to more work that can 
be done on this in the near future.

I would like to thank all Legislative 
Assembly Members, both past and present, 
for the role that they have played in 
paving the way for gender equality and 
for working to safeguard the Indigenous 
languages of our territory.

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MESSAGE DU GREFFIER
Les deux dernières années ont amené de 
nombreux changements, et parfois même 
de l’incertitude. L’édifice de l’Assemblée 
législative des Territoires du Nord-Ouest 
a accueilli une nouvelle assemblée, qui a 
fait la manchette à l’échelle nationale pour 
l’égalité des genres dans sa composition.

La 18e Assemblée législative s’était 
notamment donné comme priorité de 
soutenir les initiatives visant à augmenter 
le nombre de femmes se présentant 
aux élections aux Territoires du Nord-
Ouest (TNO). Au cours de son mandat, le 
président a présenté un « Livre blanc » sur 
les « Mesures spéciales temporaires visant 
à accroître la représentation des femmes 
à l’Assemblée législative des TNO ». On 
a ensuite mis en place un comité spécial 
qui devait solliciter les commentaires du 
public, susciter des échanges et faire des 
recommandations. Dans le même temps, 
le gouvernement des Territoires du Nord-
Ouest organisait des séances d’information 
pour les femmes qui souhaitaient se lancer 
en politique. Je suis ravi d’annoncer que le 
travail a porté ses fruits, ce qui était évident 
après le résultat de l’élection. Les élections 
générales territoriales pour former la 19e 
Assemblée législative ont eu lieu le 1er 
octobre 2019. Sur les 19 députés élus, on 
comptait neuf femmes.

En mars 2020, la pandémie nous a frappés. 
La fonction publique a été contrainte 
de faire du télétravail, les étudiants ont 
suivi leurs cours en ligne et le monde tel 
que nous le connaissions a changé en 
un instant. Je suis extrêmement fier du 
personnel du Bureau du greffier pour 
sa persévérance et son adaptation aux 
changements. Ces gens ont travaillé 
dur pour s’assurer que les tâches 
essentielles de l’Assemblée législative ne 
s’interrompraient pas.

Ainsi, après seulement cinq mois de 
travail, les députés de la 19e Assemblée 
ont été touchés par une pandémie qui a 
grandement compliqué leur tâche. Depuis 
que l’édifice de l’Assemblée a été fermé, le 
16 mars 2020, trois séances subséquentes 
ont été tenues. Des protocoles stricts 
d’éloignement physique et d’accès limité 
au bâtiment ont permis aux députés d’y 
participer en personne. De nombreuses 
réunions des comités ont été tenues en 
ligne. Aucun cas de COVID-19 n’a découlé 
de ces rencontres.

Nous avons l’honneur d’annoncer des mises 
à jour de notre programme d’interprétation. 
Nous offrons maintenant aux députés de 
l’Assemblée législative l’accès à toutes les 
langues officielles des Territoires du Nord-
Ouest dans les travaux quotidiens. Lorsque 
nous avons mis en œuvre notre programme 
d’identité visuelle au début de la 19e 
Assemblée, nous avons collaboré avec 
des locuteurs de langues autochtones afin 
de traduire notre logo dans les 11 langues 
officielles. Nous avons créé des chaînes 
YouTube traduites en plusieurs langues, 
afin que tout le monde puisse accéder aux 
débats de l’Assemblée législative dans 
toutes les langues officielles. Nous sommes 
très fiers de cette réalisation et sommes 
impatients de travailler davantage sur ce 
sujet dans un avenir proche.

Je souhaiterais remercier tous les députés 
de l’Assemblée législative, actuels et 
anciens, pour le rôle qu’ils ont joué en 
jetant les bases de l’égalité des genres dans 
la représentation et pour avoir fait en sorte 
de sauvegarder les langues autochtones de 
notre territoire.
