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It was brought to councils attention by the local RQMP through one of the
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Councillors about the problem of communicating with the local residence of the
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community because of laugage barrier and whenever they need an interpreter,
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they spend alot of time looking for people that would be willing to interprete
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for them but they think one way of solving this problem would be to hire an
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inuk constable, that way the ROMP would be able to communicate with the people
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and the culture difference would be considered more in their wg'k.
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The Council were infavour of the idea when they discussed it and passed a
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motion for you to bring up in your next Legislative meeting. .
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Whereas, it has been brought to councils attentlon, that it is very

dlffwult for our ROMP offlcers to communicate with the residence or the residence

to carlmmicate with them unless the officers look for an interterpreter and it

gets more difficult to find an mterpreter ‘and also they don't really understand -

our culture: : e vt e

mgrefore, the council is asking the MLA, Moses Appaqaq, Jnr., that the

ROP in our community should have an inuk RQMP constable to help him because it

would be easier for them to talk to people and our culture would be considered

more in tHeir police work.
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
