Proponents let claims lapse for many reasons. The Mining Recorder’s Office will cancel a claim
if no assessment report has been received or no request for extension has been received. If a
client requests to have a claim cancelled for any reason, there is a fee of $10 per claim, but if
they let it lapse by not submitting anything, there is no associated fee. The reason for claims
lapsing is not often communicated to the Mining Recorder’s Office. Therefore, this number

does not provide an accurate representation of “loss” to the mining sector.
